Who May Apply?

- Educators from other educational institutions within the Bethel community 
What Projects Are Eligible?

- All projects that fulfill the BEF mission and are not the province of the    regular Board of Education budgets. 

- Projects that are innovative in nature and represent a fundamental advance in the manner in which curriculum is taught. 

A successful program or project will:

· Be hands-on, experiential, innovative, and interactive

· See students exploring, building, creating, experimenting, and presenting during the program

· Capture students’ interests; we want them talking about your project at the dinner table!

· Serve a real need that is outside the normal operating budgets of the schools.

How Will Grant Proposals Be Evaluated?

 Applications will be evaluated by looking for the following criteria:


-  Shows creativity and innovation


-  Encourages collaboration among schools, grades, classes


-  Includes partnerships with parents and/or community members


-  Could be replicated in other schools or classes


-  Engages students and stimulates learning
- Has an evaluation process (How do you know if your project    accomplished what you set out to do?)


- Includes a sound, responsible, detailed budget

Who Chooses the Winning Proposals?

· The BEF Teacher Grant Committee is made up of BEF Directors, who are educators, parents and community volunteers

· The full committee meets to review each proposal and recommends a slate of grants for funding

· BEF’s full Board of Directors meets to approve the slate of grants proposed by the grant committee

What Needs to be Included In Your Application?

1. Please describe in detail your grant proposal.

    Make sure to include:


- The purpose of the project


- The intended beneficiaries of the project 


- The expected outcomes of the project (You will be required to provide a formal presentation about your project after implementation).
2. Please describe how you will you measure what you set out to accomplish.

3. Please explain why you believe the Bethel Education Foundation is an appropriate funding source for your proposal. 

4. Please provide an itemized budget that outlines the total amount of funds requested.  Be sure to include a breakdown of costs including any and all materials.

5. If you have sought and received funding from another source, please specify, e.g. PTO or other in-kind funding. 

You may choose to include the above information in a separate document.  Please incorporate any pictures or other documentation that support this project.

Grants for SMARTBoards, projectors, laptops, and Senteo Systems can no longer be requested by individual teachers, but must be consolidated and submitted by the administrator.

Please note that we do not fund proposals that are mainly for supplies, salaries, or other items that should be taken care of by typical school and district budgets.
